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In a pan mix three tablespoons of the finest cocoa powder
with two tablespoons of sugar and sift one tablespoon
of plain flour until all the lumps have dissolved;
gradually stir in half a litre of milk and bring to the boil over a gentle heat,
stirring all the time for a few minutes.
Turn off the heat and add one or two knobs of butter, mixing continuously until
everything has been absorbed. Serve the hot chocolate with plain biscuits.
